Plan Commission Meeting Minutes

LaValle Town Board

1. Meeting called to Order by Bev Vaillancourt at 6:00 PM at the Blakeslee
2. Roll call: Present – Bev Vaillancourt, Darrick Geitz, Tom McManamy, Jack Roloff and Dick Fish arrived at 6:30.
   Absent - None
3. Motion to adopt agenda made by Roloff, second by McManamy, motion carried.
4. Onsite inspection of Blakeslee proposed contractor’s storage yard which requires approval by the Sauk County Board of Adjustment (BOA).  The Plan Commission went over a brief history of the property from its ownership by Blakeslee.  A discussion of how the property was going to be used by Blakeslee and concerns from the Plan Commission on wanting the property to look good for people driving into the area, it was decided that stockpile area could only be used for sand extracted from the property and only sand could be piled on the property from the property for a period of 2 years.  Recessed at 6:45 to meet back at the Town Hall building.

5. Adjourned at the Town Hall building and called to order by Vaillancourt at 6:50.

7. Motion to approve minutes from last meeting by McManamy, second by Geitz.  Motion approved.

8. Blakeslee BOA - Vaillancourt agreed to write a letter to the Town Board  detailing the Plan Commission’s recommendation condition for approval by the  BOA.  Motion for this recommendation was made by Fish and second by Roloff.  Motion approved.  Letter is attached.
9. BOA for Megan Sullivan property was no longer required.  

10. Add-in was made to discuss Mike Dimmer’s proposed storage buildings for E3350 Mini Creek Road.  Dimmer was advised to he will be required to prepare a site view with contours (available from the Sauk County GIS site)  so we could determine better if site use is acceptable.  Dimmer was also advised that he would need to have part of the property rezoned to Commercial.  Lastly the Plan Commission directed him to go down and talk with Steve Sorenson to determine what processes he needs to comply with to get this approved.  Motion made by Fish to table the discussion until more info is presented to the Plan Commission, second by McManamy.  Motion approved.
11. The Town’s Attorney’s comment on the draft Subdivision Ordinance have been address.   Fish is going to make last changes and email everyone on Plan Commission for their final review.  Motion was made that the final draft be sent to the Town Board by McManamy, second by Geitz
12. Encroachment Ordinance – Brey had concerns regarding implementation of this ordinance based on the issues the Town of Winfield is having.  Motion made to table this issue for 6 months made by Roloff and second by McManamy.  Motion approved. 

13. Discussion regarding Sauk County BOA appeals that are brought to the town.  Brey wanted to get our input on first having the Town Board look at these and then if there are things in question send them to the Plan Commission and not just send everything.  Many things are pretty cut and dry and the Board does not want to burden the Plan Commission with everything that comes in.  The Plan Commission agreed with Brey.

On September 8, 2009, the Plan Commission for the Town of La Valle conducted a site visit and review of the application presented by Steve Blakeslee for a contractor’s storage yard on land currently zoned commercial. (See Exhibit A attached.)  By unanimous consent, the Plan Commission recommends Town Board approval of the application request with the following conditions:

1) All sand stockpiled will remain on the southwest site adjacent to State Highway 33 for no more than two years from commencement of mineral extraction. 

2) Stockpiles are limited to sand extracted from Area B as shown on Exhibit A.

3) Restoration of the mineral (sand) extraction area will commence within thirty days of completion of extraction of the sand. Restoration of mineral extraction area and stockpile shall include grading to establish final slopes and re-vegetation of all disturbed areas.

4) Restoration of the stockpiled area will commence within thirty days upon removal of stockpile area and/or upon expiration of the two-year period. 

5) Any permanent lighting installed be dark sky lighting to minimize light pollution concerns.
