Public Hearing and Town Board Meeting Minutes

October 12, 2009
1. Chairman Brey called the Public Hearing on proposed Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance to order at 7:00 p.m. Plan Commission member, Richard Fish, gave a presentation with an overview of the proposed ordinance. Chairman Brey commended the Commission on their time and efforts in the preparation of the ordinance. Chairman Brey closed the hearing.

2. Chairman Brey called the Town Board Monthly Meeting to order.

3. Roll call: Supervisor Vaillancourt-present; Supervisor Geitz-present; Supervisor Ziegler-present; Supervisor Lucht-present; Chairman Brey-present. All members present
4. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve the posted agenda. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
5. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve the September 14 and the September 15, 2009 minutes as presented.  Motion carried voice vote all aye.

A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve vouchers 13384 through 13448 for a total amount of $115,378.98.  Roll call vote: Supervisor Vaillancourt-aye; Supervisor Geitz-aye; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye.

Motion carried all aye, 
5b.
 A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To approve the transfer of $123,000 from the LGIP#1 Account into General Checking Account. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
5c.
A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To approve the Financial Report as presented. Motion carried voice vote all aye.

6. Financial Report presented by Treasurer Geitz

7. Public input: Chairman Brey introduced Jean Judd, who is now working in the Town Office. Chairman Brey presented certificates of appreciation for their work as Boat Safety Class Instructors to Marcia Mercier, Al Johnson and Tom Dosemagen. Nick Ladas gave notice of the final hearing on the Sauk County Comprehensive Plan Oct. 22 at 6:00 pm.
8. Mr. Wayne Ballweg, President of the Reedsburg Ambulance Service gave an overview of the different levels of service possibilities to be considered by those contracting with Reedsburg Area Ambulance Service.  Chief Phil Raupp, RAAS, did a power point presentation on Care Provider Information. It was the consensus of the board to put the level of service item on the November board meeting agenda.
9. Mr. Erik Henningsgard, General Engineering, appeared before the board presenting Rule Construction Ltd. Pay request and Change Order for the Mourning Dove Remediation project. The amount requested to be paid is $6,507.45. The engineering cost requested on the Town’s share of the project is $2,675.00. 

9a.
 A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To approve payment to General Engineering in the amount of $2,140.00 ($2,675.00 less 20% retainage until FEMA settles with the Town). Motion carried voice vote all aye.
9b.
A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve Pay Request #1 and Change Order #1 from Rule Construction Ltd. In the amount of $6,507.95. Motion carried voice vote all aye.

9c.
A motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Ziegler: To authorize payment in the amount of $1,454.23 to General Engineering for the final payment on the Hochmuth Street project. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
10. Mr. Wayne Jerret, Peterson Disposal, appeared before the board with a quote on a trash compactor for the Drop Off Site. Mr. Jerret noted the purchase of a compactor would run Peterson approximately $18,000 which they would lease to the Town for $400 per month for 5 years at which time the cost would reduce to a maintenance fee per month. The Town would be required to provide electricity to the site. It was requested that Mr. Jerret provide operating costs for the compactor. 

11. A review of the Emergency Slow No Wake procedures for Lake Redstone was given by Alan Baade. Supervisor Vaillancourt noted that she will ask the Dutch Hollow Association Board to review the updated Dutch Hollow Lake procedures and report back to the town board.
12. Mr. Steven Blakeslee appeared before the board requesting support for a Sauk County Board of Adjustment special exception permit to authorize the renewal and expansion of a contractor’s storage yard and to authorize Warehousing. Real estate described as Lot 2 CSM 4406 part of the SE ¼ SW ¼  Section 15 and part of the NE ¼ NW ¼, Section 22 and Lot 1 CSM 5472 part of the SE ¼ SW ¼ Section 15.
13. A motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To support the appeal of Steven Blakeslee for a special exception permit for a contractor’s storage yard and warehousing with the stipulation that Mr. Blakeslee follow the conditions set forth on the attached document, Exhibit A and Exhibit B as recommended by the Plan Commission. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
14. Chairman Brey opened the meeting to public input (list attached) regarding the Lake Redstone Regulations Ordinance. Eleven (11) individuals encouraged the board to rescind the Ordinance passed in September 2008 which banned water skiing North of Section 11 narrows. One (1) encouraged more study to be done. One (1) encouraged the board to make a decision. Two (2) individuals wanted the board to support the Ordinance creating a no-ski area North of Section 11 narrows.

Supervisor Vaillancourt gave a presentation noting the information and data discussed by the Lakes Committee. Police Officer Prantner discussed safety and enforcement of regulations. Supervisor Geitz noted that she thought restricting water skiing hours would be a good compromise. Chairman Brey noted that town regulations relate to safety and welfare.
14bA motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To rescind action taken by the Town Board September 8, 2008 which amended Code of Ordinances Chapter 11.01.07 Lake Redstone and Water Traffic Regulations by eliminating water skiing North of the Section 11 Boat Landing.  Roll call vote: Supervisor Vaillancourt-aye; Supervisor Geitz-nay; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye. Motion carried 4 aye, Supervisor Geitz-nay. 
14cA motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, to restrict the distance a tow line can be from the shoreline or a pier. Motion failed for lack of a second.

14dA motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Ziegler: To instruct the Lake Committee to investigate creating a rule regulating the distance a tow-line can be from shoreline or a pier. Roll call vote: Supervisor Vaillancourt-aye; Supervisor Geitz-aye; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye. Motion carried all aye, 
15. A motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To adopt the Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance. Roll call vote: Supervisor Vaillancourt-aye; Supervisor Geitz-aye; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye.

Motion carried all aye, 
16. It was the consensus of the board to set Tuesday, October 27 at 6:30 PM. for pre-budget meeting and to set the Budget Hearing Tuesday, November 17, 2009 at 7 PM.
17. A motion was made by Supervisor Lucht, seconded by Supervisor Ziegler: To authorize Officer Prantner to prepare, for Town Attorney Steven Roy’s review, an ordinance adopting the State Statutes on abandoned property.
18. Monthly Road Report was given by road patrolman Alan Johnson. Patrolman Johnson gave a review of work done in September and work done to date and going forward in October. Patrolman Johnson said he has contacted County Highway Commissioner Muchow and gotten approval on sharing salt and sand/salt with Sauk County out of the salt shed on Sefkar Road. 
19. Police Report was given by Officer Prantner. Office Prantner presented the final Monthly Boating Patrol & Enforcement Report he also gave the Police Department Report and an Administrative Duties Report.
20. Officer Prantner stated that he and the Chairman will have police mission statement, policies and procedures ready for the board to review at the November board meeting.

21. Chairman Brey informed the board that the 2010-2011 TRIP application process has begun. Chairman Brey requested Supervisor Lucht and Patrolman Johnson attend the first meeting at the Sauk County Highway Department in Baraboo. He asked the board to present projects to the board to submit for the TRIP program.
22. It was the consensus of the board to have Oakdale Electric disconnect the electric power from the building on Commercial Street.
23. It was the consensus of the board to pursue the costs of providing ID badges for town officials and employees.

24. Commission Reports:

Plan Commission to meet on November 5. On the agenda is a request for re-zoning of property on Mini Creek Road from Agricultural to Commercial by Mike Dimmer. Chairman Brey requested the issue of short term rentals be put on their agenda.

Ins.-Liability Insurance met with Country Financial agent Harold Gerrits and quotes to be ready for year 2010 by the November meeting.

Waste: The employees that have not done so need to get tentus shots.  Checking on getting a container to burn in.
26. A motion was made by Supervisor Lucht, seconded by Supervisor Geitz: To go into closed session as per SS 19.85(1)(g).

27. A motion was made by Supervisor Lucht, seconded by Supervisor Geitz: To return into open session.

A motion was made by Supervisor Ziegler, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve the settlement with Ms Lena Bukovics for the material removed from her property to repair flood damaged roads during the 2008 flood in the amount of $1,677.90 . Motion carried voice vote 4 aye Supervisor Lucht abstained.

29. A motion was made by Supervisor Ziegler, seconded by Supervisor Geitz: To adjourn. Motion carried voice vote all aye
