Plan Commission Meeting Minutes

LaValle Town Board

1. Meeting called to Order by Bev Vaillancourt at 6:30 PM.

2. Roll call: Present – Bev Vaillancourt, Darrick Geitz, Jack Roloff and Dick Fish.

   Absent - Tom McManamy

3. Motion to adopt agenda made by Fish, second by Roloff, motion carried.

4. Motion to approve minutes from last meeting by Geitz, second by Roloff.  Motion approved.

5. The Town Board approved Steve Blakeslee BOA application.  Come back to this topic once Steve Sorenson got to the meeting.  Steve never showed up.

6. The Plan Commission was informed that the Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance was approved by the Town Board.

7. Reviewed preliminary application to Board of Adjustment by Laurie Farr for a variance to construct a 2+ car garage within to 30 foot setback. Went over the whole layout and everything Laurie brought to the meeting.  One thing the Plan Commission requested was a detailed survey map with the setbacks drawn in to make it more clearly on exactly where the lines are compared to where they want the new garage and alternative locations for the garage.  She was advised to get letters from the neighbors saying it was okay with them.  Advised to get as much info as you can get before taking it to the BOA.

8. Mike Dimmer rezoning discussion.  Mike wants to take part of his recently purchase 7.5 acres agriculture-zoned, approx 3 acres and rezone it to commercial to go with the existing 2 acres of commercial property that use to be the nursery.  This land would be used to build storage buildings, approx 50 feet x 208 feet.  Mike was informed that in addition to rezoning the property the Town’s Comprehensive Land Use Plan would need to be revised, which requires a Public Hearing. The Plan Commission discussed with Mike building one building on his existing commercial property which would allow him to evaluate if it was feasible to build any more in the future.  Mike thought this was a good idea and he appeared to be going to take that route for the time being.  Mike was informed to get with Steve Sorenson to find out all the things that need to be done to get that part of his plan in place.

9. Reimbursement of outstanding MSA invoice for drafting the land and subdivision ordinance.  Motion made to pay the invoice by Geitz, second by Fish, motion approved.

10. Mailbox encroachment discussion.  No action is going to be taken at this time.

11. Next meeting will be December 1, 2009 at 6:30 pm.

12. Motion to adjourn by Fish and second by Roloff.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30 PM.
