November 9, 2009
1. Chairman Brey called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. Roll call: Supervisor Vaillancourt-present; Supervisor Geitz-present; Supervisor Ziegler-present; Supervisor Lucht-present; Chairman Brey-present. All members present
3. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve the posted agenda. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
4. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve the October 12, 2009 minutes with changes to Item 11 and to approve the October 28, 2009 minutes as presented.  Motion carried voice vote all aye.

5. Financial Report presented by Treasurer Geitz
5a
A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Ziegler: To approve vouchers 13452 through 13518 for a total amount of $93,257.85. Discussion was held on voucher 13513 to MSA Professional Services Inc. in the amount of $933.80. Chairman Brey and Supervisor Geitz commented on their disappointment with MSA on the project. Supervisor Vaillancourt noted that payment of the final pay request on the contract with MSA for assisting in preparation of the Land Division Ordinance is recommended by the Plan Commission.   Roll call vote: Supervisor Vaillancourt-aye; Supervisor Geitz-aye; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye.

 A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To approve the transfer of $88,000 from the LGIP #1 Account into General Checking Account. Motion carried voice vote all aye.

A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt: To approve the Financial Report as presented. Motion carried voice vote all aye.

6. Notice was given of the Town’s Budget meetings November 17, 2009 at 7 pm, WTA Sauk County Unit meeting on November 19 at 8 pm Town of Excelsior in Rock Springs. The Clerk will be out of the office November 24 through November 28.

7. Public input: Mr. Lyle LeMoine request to be heard during the discussion on the ambulance service.
8. A motion was made by Supervisor Lucht, seconded by supervisor Ziegler: To table the request from Phil & Laurie Farr for support on their appeal to the Sauk County Board of Adjustment until the December board meeting.
9. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To accept the appointment of Gary Herritz as agent for the La Valle Outdoors Authority LLC and grant a Class “A” (beer) license, cigarette license to La Valle Outdoors Authority LLC and an operator (bartender) license to Gary Herritz. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
10. The board discussed the options presented by the Reedsburg Ambulance Service at the October board meeting. The cost of the different level of services being considered by the ambulance service has a major impact on the budget of the Town. Mr. Lyle LeMoine noted that he felt it would benefit the Town for the ambulance service to have a paramedic on staff. It was the consensus of the board to table the matter for further review and give them time to gather more information.

11. A motion was made by Supervisor Lucht, seconded by Supervisor Ziegler: To not request PEG (Public, Educational, Government) channels nor a franchise fee from Packerland Broadband. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
12. The Dutch Hollow Lake Emergency Slow No Wake in Times of High Water proposal will be ready for the boards review at the December board meeting.

13. A motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Geitz : To renew the liability insurance coverage with Country Insurance approving the quote of $16,545.00 subject to the audit on workers comp. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
14. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht: To adopt Resolution 2009-2 A Resolution To Encourage The Reedsburg Area School District To Continue The Operation Of The 

La Valle Elementary School. Roll call: Supervisor Vaillancourt-aye; Supervisor Geitz-aye; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye. Motion carried all aye.
15. A motion was made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Geitz: To approve the purchase of the WISTAR-WIN computer program for $800 and the PayMate payroll program for $99 as upgrades for the current WISTAR Accounting program. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
16. A motion was made by Supervisor Lucht, seconded by Supervisor Geitz: To approve the Fire Department Budget in the total amount of $95,000 as proposed, Town’s 92% is $87,400.  Motion carried voice vote all aye.
17. The Town Attorney is reviewing the ordinance regarding the disposal of abandoned property.

18. Monthly Road Report was given by road patrolman Johnson. The installation of the new fuel tanks is nearly complete. 
19. Police Report was given by Officer Ryan Scully. Officer Scully reviewed the monthly activity of the Department and the Administrative Report.
20. The procedural policies for the Police Department are not ready for board review at this time.

21. Chairman Brey noted that on the December agenda the board should address the LRPD’s  wanting to  sell the LRPD building at the Mourning Dove site to the Town for $1.00 and using the new Town Shop and Hall for office space. Disposal of the ice shanty and old fuel tank should be on the agenda for the next meeting as well, as the purchase and installation of light for the flag. TRIP projects need to be in to the Sauk County Highway office by December 1. 
22. Plan Commission will meet December 1. Agenda items include short term rentals and possibly Phil & Laurie Farr.
