Board Meeting Minutes

December 14, 2009

1. Chairman Brey called meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. 
2. Roll Call: Supervisor Vaillancourt-present; Supervisor Geitz-present; Supervisor Ziegler-present Supervisor Lucht-present; Chairman Brey-present. All members present. Katie Radtke town clerk, is absent due to illness 

3. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht to approve the posted agenda with one change: move line item 16 Police Report move to line item 7. Motion carried voice vote all aye.

4. A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Vaillancourt to approve the minutes for the November 9, 2009, and November 17, 2009, town board meetings. Motion carried voice vote all aye.    
5.   Financial Report presented by Treasurer Geitz. Add US cellular bill check number 13582 for the   amount of $181.31 for the total of $78,479.31.  Motion made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht, to approve vouchers 13519 through 13582 in the amount of $78,479.31. Roll call vote; Supervisor Vaillancourt-aye; Supervisor Geitz-aye; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye. Motion carried all ayes. Motion made by Supervisor Geitz seconded by Supervisor Lucht to approve the  transfer of $75,000.00 from LGIP # 1 Account into General Checking Account. Motion carried voice vote all aye.  Motion made by Supervisor Geitz, seconded by Supervisor Lucht to approve the Treasurers report. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
6.  On Wednesday Marilyn Bhend will be here at 10:00 am to install the Wistar-Win accounting program. There was discussion to look at a different Web server, Network Solutions for $119.59 but there is a Christmas special for $89.62 annually. Jean Judd, office assistant will find out when the special price ends. The board tabled the discussion until January 11, 2010 as an agenda item.

7.   Police report was given by Officer Karl Larson reviewing the monthly activity of the Department and the Administrative Report. 

8.   Public input: Mr. Jim Mercer wanted to comment on Item number 15 regarding slow-no-wake buoy placement. Mr. Lyle LeMoine asked the board what newspapers the meetings were being published in, if the meetings were being published in the Baraboo Newspaper. Chairman Brey responded that special meetings are published in the Reedsburg Independent, but regular town board meetings are not published but posted on the web site and at three locations in the town of La Valle. 
9.  Chairman Brey has not received any information from the Farr’s requesting variance to road set back requirement. The board decided to table the request from Phil & Laurie Farr for support on their appeal to the Sauk County board of Adjustment until the Farr’s contact the town with additional information regarding the plans to build a garage. Supervisor Vaillancourt noted that it was the feeling of the La Valle Plan Commission that if options are available to a land owner to build without infringing on set back lines, that such an option should be exercised. 
10.  A motion was made by Supervisor Lucht to grant an operator license application for Ryan Helley; Club 33 provided the board has all the proper paperwork in order and on file. Seconded by Supervisor Zeigler motion carried voice vote all aye.
11.  Supervisor Lucht: Reedsburg Ambulance Service improved service level. It was the consensus of the board to table the matter for further review to give them time to gather more information. Supervisor Vaillancourt moved, seconded by Supervisor Ziegler to request the following information from the Reedsburg Ambulance Service:

12.  No discussion on Emergency SNW procedures for Dutch Hollow Lake & Lake Redstone. Ordinance requirements will be discussed at next month’s meeting once feedback is gotten from the Town of Woodland board.  
13.  Supervisor Vaillancourt gave a short discussion on changes to farm land preservation contracts. She noted that all contracts will be honored until they expire, but then only can be renewed if the farmland is within an established Agricultural Enterprise Areas and/or as part of Exclusive Ag zoning. Development within an agricultural zone will not be allowed. Currently the Town of La Valle has neither designation. Sauk County will be holding a meeting for towns in January and will be inviting the La Valle Town Board and the La Valle Plan Commission to the meeting. 
14.   A motion was made by Supervisor Geitz to transfer $ 8,180.00 into LGID # 2 checking account (90% of $5,000.00 equals to $4,500.00 & 92% of $ 4,000.00 equals to $3,680.00 Town’s share  for a total of Town’s Share $8180.00 to repair the Fire Dept Roof Roll call: Supervisor Vaillancourt, Supervisor Geitz; Supervisor Ziegler-aye; Supervisor Lucht-aye; Chairman Brey-aye.

15.   Supervisor Vaillancourt presented the recommendation of the Lakes Committee regarding buoy placement on Lake Redstone. She showed a map noting buoys placed at distances in the narrows and in coves at 400’ from shore to shore. There was a suggestion by Supervisor Zeigler and supported by Supervisor Geitz to take out Buoy # 9.  Further discussion concerned placement of buoy #7 at the north end of the nw finger. Jim Mercier recommended that a buoy be placed across the narrows by his house instead of placing it further north in the finger. It was the consensus of the board that the buoy should remain as it presently is placed per the 2001 buoy ordinance. The town board directed Supervisor Vaillancourt court to return with GPS placements for the buoys as determined by the Lakes Committee and town board, and to add buoys and GPS points for additional buoys placed in the narrows for boater safety.  Motion made by Supervisor Vaillancourt, seconded by Supervisor Ziegler to approved buoy placement as determined by the town board. Motion carried voice vote all aye. 

16.  Monthly Road Report was given by Patrolman Johnson. A concern about logs placed in the road right of way was shared with the board. Officer Prantner is aware of the problem and has asked the land owner to remove the logs. Motion made by Supervisor Vaillancourt and seconded by Supervisor Ziegler to have Officer Prantner give a 48 hour notice to move the logs from the road right of way, and if the logs are not removed to give Al Johnson permission with Officer Prantner present to move the logs back onto the land owner’s property. Motion carried voice vote all aye.
17.  A motion was made by Supervisor Ziegler and seconded by Supervisor Geitz to allow LRPD use of the building inspector’s office in the Town of La Valle building for storing records and meetings as defined by the letter of permission. Motion carried voice vote all aye. 

18.  T.R.I.P repairs on Wegner Road have been submitted. 
19.  Election Inspectors for 2010-2011 election term were approved.

20.  Commission reports – nothing additional
21.  Supervisor Vaillancourt reported that the Lakes Committee will be reviewing signage and education plans for Lake Redstone and Dutch Hollow for the 2010 boating season. She requested that 3 buoys be provided for Dutch Hollow Lake at no cost to the town, buoys that will no longer be needed on Lake Redstone. She also noted that the Lakes Committee would like to set aside $500 from the boat landing budget for boater education, should boater safety instructor and Lakes Committee member Marcia Mercier feel it is needed. 
22.  Motion by Supervisor Ziegler to adjourn, seconded by Supervisor Lucht.
