 8.   CHIEF’S REPORT:  LaValle Fire Department had been awarded a DNR grant.  The Fire committees’ portion of the 50/50 grant will be $3,140.60.  The FEMA grant is one step closer.  They called for a routing number for the fire department.  There will be more information coming in the near future.  LaValle Fire Department will be training with Wonewoc Fire Department on an ice rescue drill February 20, 2010.  Sauk County Fire Chiefs meeting will be held February 20, 2010 in Spring Green.  LaValle Fire Department members trained for a total of 34 hours.    
9.   COMMUNICATION:  Sandy Milewski would like the committee to conduct an audit for the fire committee records.  I will have all records ready for review at each of the February meetings.  The committee agreed to conduct a yearly audit.  This will be put on the agenda for February.
It is a consensus of the LaValle Fire Department Fire Committee that no one should be using any  LaValle Fire Department accounts for any personal purchases.
