LaValle Town/Village Fire Committee Minutes
January 6, 2011
1. Meeting: was called to order at 7:04pm by President Calvin Brey.   Roll call was taken.


2. Roll Call:   Calvin Brey-present; Jim Lucht-present; Jim Brandt-present; Chuck Holton-absent; Joe Fry-present; Chief Marin Milewski-present.
3.  AGENDA: was read and approved.  A motion was made by Jim Lucht seconded by Jim Brandt to approve. All aye.  Motion carried  
4. MINUTES: were read and approved.  A motion was made by Jim Lucht seconded Jim Brandt by to approve the minutes with the corrections to number 11.  All aye.  Motion carried.

5.   BILLS:  were presented to the committee by Chief Milewski for the month of January.  A motion was made by Joe Fry seconded by Jim Brandt to approve checks #4725-#4739 totaling $12,525.95.   All aye.  Motion Carried


Motion was made by Jim Brandt seconded by Jim Lucht to deposit $12,500.00 into the checking account according to the present split.  All aye. Motion carried.  Calvin will be checking with the attorney to see how the money left over from the 2010 budget can be put into a special account.  The Village and Town would be setting the money aside in an account of their choice but it would be earmarked for the fire department use.
      Motion was made by Joe Fry seconded by Jim Brandt to approve the Financial Statement.  All aye. Motion passed.
 6.  CHIEFS REPORT: the fire department will begin their purchases to fulfill the DNR grant.  The grant purchases need to be finished before April 15th.  The Fire Department Appreciation dinner will be held January 15th at the fire house.  Firefighter Perkins will be attending the Wisconsin Fire Prevention Code training in Stevens Point on Saturday January 22.  Data is still being entered into the emergency report system.  Chief Milewski had a small sample of what can be done with the program.  Chief Milewski brought up the warranty purchase for the new pagers.  The cost of the warranty is $960.00 for three years on 24 pagers.  The pager warranty should be put on the agenda for February.  The fire department has taken delivery of the new fire hose, a power washer, four ice rescue suits and two portable lights.  Fire department members trained for a total of 36 hours and responded to 12 calls.      
  7.  DISCUSSION AND POTENTIAL APPROVAL ON PURCHASE OF RADIOS (DNR GRANT): This should be kept on the agenda for next month.  
 8.    DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL TO PURCHASE NEW 2.5’ FIRE HOSE: This item was approved when bills were approved.    
9. DISCUSSION AND POTENTIAL ACTION ON PURCHASE OF DIGITAL CAMERA:   A motion was made by Joe Fry seconded by Jim Brandt to purchase a digital camera at a cost of $264.97.   All aye.  Motion passed.
10. DISCUSSION AND POTENTIAL APPROVAL ON PAYMENT OF 2011 PROPERTY/LIABILITY INSURANCE: This item was approved when bills were approved.

11. COMMUNICATION-FIREFIGHTER/COMMITTEE /PUBLIC: Calvin advised that the committee will need to revisit the amounts being charged to the contracted areas, for fire calls and fire department coverage. The change would be due to fire department members needing to file a W-2 instead of the 1099 form that has been used in the past. This is a recommended change made by the Fire Committee legal staff.     

12. ADJOURN:  A motion was made by Jim Lucht seconded by Jim Brandt to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:02pm.
