7. CHIEF’S REPORT:  A DNR Grant will be submitted for the year 2010.  Communication equipment would be purchased if grant is awarded to LaValle Fire Department.  Personal protective equipment has been ordered with the FEMA grant money.  Federal share is $14,535.00; fire department share is $765.00.  LaValle Fire Department will be hosing a softball tournament June 18, 19 and 20th.  Andrew Johnson will be checking with some local brick layers/concrete workers on fixing the brick on the clock and front of the fire department.  LaValle Fire Department will be hosting a Sauk County MABAS meeting on June 16th , 7pm at the fire station.  LaValle First Responders will be manning the EMS booth at the Sauk County Fair July 7th.  Redstone Emergency Vehicle is installing a high idle control in Engine 1.  Tanker 3 has a small leak in the rear and Marin will be checking on the repair.  Tom Conway whom has worked on the truck in the past has retired, but Tom did make a suggestion for his replacement.  All is a go for the LaValle fireworks Greg and Rockie are heading this up.  Next Fire Chiefs meeting will be held in July. 


8.
