Lakes Committee
Minutes of the September 7, 2010 meeting
1. The Meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M.  Compliance with the open meetings law was verified. Members present: Tim Helgeson, Bev Vaillancourt, Marcia Mercier,  Joan Whitehurst, Josh Ziegler, Jim Brandt. Absent: Dave Fuhrmann Motion by Jim, seconded by Josh to approve the agenda. Motion Carried. 
2. Motion by Marcia, seconded by Josh, to approve the July 6, 2010, Motion carried. 
3. Public comment: Jim Mercier stated that a large boat hoist has been installed at a lot on Chickadee, and wondered if it was in compliance with DNR regulations for the lake. Bev will ask Sue Graham from the DNR when she meets with her in two days when Sue will be at Lake Redstone to monitor the zebra mussel traps. 
4. Questions were raised concerning placement of buoys on the lake. Bev explained that the buoys are placed per ordinance and that all local ordinances regarding lakes ultimately are approved or disapproved by the DNR. Bev suggested that anyone who has questions about the effectiveness of a buoy should contact the town boat patrol. No action taken. 
5. Joan reported that the Dutch Hollow Board has not finalized buoy placement on Dutch Hollow Lake. She will be asking Joe Prantner to attend the next meeting of the DH board to review buoy placement with the board. 
6. Bev stated that the town AIS grant addressing Clean Boats Clean Waters was submitted to the DNR. We will know by February if it has been approved. 
7. The committee discussed installation of a second pier at the Dutch Hollow landing as a way to keep swimmers and people fishing from using the same pier used by boaters. Josh moved to recommend to the Town of La Valle Board to paint “loading and unloading of watercraft only” on the DH pier. Seconded by Tim. Motion carried. 
8. The committee discussed after dark problems occurring at the boat landings. Bev will seek advice from the town attorney and police administration on the possibility and usefulness of placing “no loitering” signs at the boat landings.  
9. Emergency slow no wake ordinance language will need to be added to the town boat landing signs. Cost is $55 per sign. The Lakes Committee and the Lakes Protection District will discuss protocols for when an emergency slow no wake takes effect and review how best to create effective signage, including placing red flags on emergency snw road signs. 
10.  Next meeting is November 1, 2010 at 6 p.m.
11. Josh moved to adjourn. Seconded by Tim. Motion carried. Committee adjourned at 7:33 p.m.
