1. Meeting: was called to order at 7:00pm by President Calvin Brey.   Roll call was taken.

3.  AGENDA: was read and approved.  A motion was made by Jim Brandt seconded by Jim Lucht to approve. All aye.  Motion carried  

4. MINUTES: A motion was made by Jim Brandt seconded by Joe Fry to approve the February minutes.  All aye.  Motion carried. 

5.   BILLS:  were presented to the committee by Chief Milewski for the month of March.  A motion was made by Joe Fry seconded by Jim Brandt to approve checks #4756-#4773 totaling $8,005.92.   All aye.  Motion Carried

	Motion was made by Jim Lucht seconded by Jim Brandt to deposit $8000.00 into the checking account according to the present split.  All aye. Motion carried. 

      Motion was made by Jim Lucht seconded by Jim Brandt to approve the Financial Statement.  All aye. Motion carried.

 6.  CHIEFS REPORT:  Ice rescue was the focus March 5th when LaValle fire fighters trained on Lake Redstone.  The next MABAS meeting will be held at Prairie Du Sac March 16th.  There is a $1,325.00 refund check that was sent to the LaValle Fire Department from the West Bend Mutual Insurance Company.  This is a Workers Compensation Final Audit reimbursement.  The Rescue tools and breathing air compressor have had its annual service completed. During this service a small oil leak was discovered near a seal.  The vendor will be checking into possible repairs.
The First Responder truck will be in need of new tires before winter 2011.  Bryan Dee and Bob Soback have looked at the tires and both agree the tires will be fine until then.  The tires are over 20 years old and show no sign of dry rot.  The snow falling off the fire house roof has bent the radio tower outside the fire department.  The snow has also landed on the air conditioners.  The air conditioners are buried under the snow and there is no way to tell until the snow melts. The tower has been anchored to the side of the fire house to stabilize it for now. 

  7. AUDIT FINANCIAL RECORDS FOR 2010: The 2010 records were looked over. A motion was made by Joe Fry seconded by Jim Lucht to approve the financial records for 2010.  All aye.  Motion carried.  

 8.  DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL TO PURCHASE WARRANTY FOR NEW PAGERS: Chief Milewski has not received a bill yet.    

9. COMMUNICATION-FIREFIGHTER/COMMITTEE /PUBLIC:  Chief Milewski handed out a list of LaValle Fire Department radio frequencies that could be programmed into the radios of the Town patrolmen and police radios.  These frequencies are a Sauk County MABAS based plan.
  The Township has concerns about how some residents would be reached in an emergency.  Chief Milewski will be looking at driveways and determine if they are accessible.  Some driveways would be very difficult, if not impossible, for a large fire truck or even an ambulance to enter and exit.  A couple concerns are about trees that hang over some driveways and snow not being removed from others. After the, at risk assessment has been completed the Township will be sending letters out to owners of these residents making them aware of the situation.  
On March 26 the Red Cross will be hosting disaster shelter training.  Bev Vaillancourt will be heading up the drill.  

10.  ADJOURN:  A motion was made by Joe Fry seconded by Jim Brandt to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.
