Plan Commission Meeting Minutes

LaValle Town Board

1. Meeting called to Order by Bev Vaillancourt at 6:35 PM.

2. Roll call: Present – Bev Vaillancourt, Darrick Geitz, Jack Roloff, Dick Fish and Tom McManamy.

3. Motion to adopt agenda made by Geitz, second by Roloff, motion carried.

4. Motion made by Fish to approve the minutes from last meeting with a few modifications that will be completed after the meeting.  Second by Roloff.  Motion approved.

5. Discussion of last meetings BOA for Laurie Farr. Vaillancourt updated the commission on the town board discussion regarding the Farr BOA application.  The Town Board believed the Farr BOA application presented no problems for road maintenance or for other properties in the area. Roloff wanted to make a statement about that kind of variance.  He thought that there were other options on this property that really needed to be looked at even if they were not the most favorable and he would not feel right giving his approval for any request into setback if other options are available that do not require BOA review and approval. Fish also agreed with this statement.  They felt that the Plan Commissions integrity would be in jeopardy if they let things like this through.
6. Short Term Rentals:  This was discussed at length.  It was brought to our attention that Cal Brey wants the Plan Commission to look into the comprehensive plan to see if short term rentals are addressed in the town’s comprehensive plan.  We came up with some minor language changes for the plan in Chapter 11.1 under the Shoreline Residential section. It was requested that we add in a clause that references the Sauk County Ordinance Chapter 7.03.2 (n) (1).  Vaillancourt was going to get this together and send it to Brian Zimmer at Sauk County to get his thoughts.
7. Mike Stanek could not make it to the meeting, so Vaillancourt went through what she had learn at a meeting the night before that discussed the new agriculture enterprise zones the state is looking into.  Vaillancourt handed out literature she had received from the county planning and zoning and land conservation offices.   She noted that changes to farm land preservation contracts begin in 2010 with new contracts coming under the Working Lands Initiative. All existing contracts will be allowed to expire, but will not be renewed unless the town is either zoned exclusive agriculture or has established agricultural enterprise zones. The Plan Commission requested that they be invited to any further county meetings regarding the Working Lands Initiative. Vaillancourt stated she would convey that to Mike Stanek at Land Conservation and would keep the commission informed as she receives more information. Next meeting will occur as items need to be addressed. No new meeting date was set. 
8. Motion to adjourn by Fish and second by Roloff.  Meeting adjourned at 7:30 PM.
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
