Plan Commission Meeting Minutes

LaValle Town Board

1. Meeting called to Order by Bev Vaillancourt at 6:30 PM.

2. Roll call: 
Present – Bev Vaillancourt, Darrick Geitz, Dick Fish and Tom McManamy.

Absent - Jack Roloff
3. Motion to adopt agenda made by McManamy, second by Geitz, motion carried.

4. Motion made to approve the minutes of the May 4, 2010, meeting made by Fish.  Second by McManamy. Motion approved.

5. Public Comment:

Richard Blakeslee bought up possible division of the parcel where the Club Chapparel is located. He presented some possible parcel division scenarios. As discussion of the parcel division was not on the agenda, it was suggested that Mr. Blakeslee check the town land and subdivision ordinance for guidance. He also was advised that a CMS could be discussed at the next meeting of the Plan Commission, should he request it. No other comments were made.
6. Excavation of a rock outgrowth section of Lot 23 Mourning Dove owned by Marilynn Sutter in order to construct a garage was discussed. Since the planned excavation is within 300’ of the shoreline, a request to excavate must be submitted to the Sauk County Board of Adjustment to obtain a special exception permit for the work. It was determined that plans for the garage are similar to several other existing structures along the easement road.  Motion to recommend to the Town Board to approve the request was made by Fish and second by McManamy. Motion approved.

7. Reviewed the recommended changes made by Fish to the CSM Application (aka checklist) and revisions to the Subdivision Ordinance to include requirements to show setbacks and correction regarding the Plan Commission’s authority to approve CSMs.  The Application updates deleted items already required by Wis. Stats 236 and incorporated requirement to include a note referencing Sauk County Zoning Ordinance building setbacks. Fish was going to rewrite item K on the document.  There was a consensus to: a) repeal the present Section 10.10.36 of the Town of La Valle Subdivision Ordinance and replace it with the new language; b) revise CSM Application and reference it in the Ordinance but not include actual Application in the Ordinance; and c) recommend submitting proposed revisions to Ordinance and Application to Town’s Attorney for review.  Reviewed the Commercial Corridor for the Town of La Valle along STH 33 from to Village of La Valle heading toward Reedsburg.  It was noted that the commercial corridor currently includes areas that have been designated as flood plains. Vaillancourt related a discussion she had had with Brian Simmert at Sauk County Planning and Zoning in which he suggested that the Plan Commission review areas of the commercial corridor that cross areas that pose a risk for flooding.  After some review Fish was going overlay on aerial photo the existing to flood plains and existing commercial zoning. This will be reviewed at the next meeting of the Plan Commission.  No other action was taken.
8. Reviewed the new state 2012 Shoreland Zoning Regulations.  This was informational only at this time.
9. Next meeting date will be either July 28 or Sept 7 at 6:30 depending on needs.
