Plan Commission Meeting Minutes

LaValle Town Board

1. Meeting called to Order by Bev Vaillancourt at 6:30 PM.

2. Roll call: 
Present – Bev Vaillancourt, Darrick Geitz, Jack Roloff, Dick Fish and Tom McManamy.

Absent - None

3. Motion to adopt agenda made by McManamy, second by Roloff, motion carried.

4. Motion made to approve the minutes from the last meeting made by Geitz.  Second by Roloff.  Motion approved.

5. Public Comment:

Cal Brey just mentioned that there will be a few drive way permits coming through by the next meeting.  One of them will require a variance because of a step grade and being close to the shoreline.

6. Combining lots 1141 and 1142 into 1 lot in the Amsterdam Addition on Dutch Hollow Lake.  The motion to approve this made by McManamy, second by Roloff.  Motion approved.

7. Combining lots 9 and 10 in Bluebird Addition on Lake Redstone.  Motion made to approve the combining of the lots by Roloff, second by Fish.  Motion approved.

8. Discussed consideration of splitting CSM #5469 Lot 1 (which was formally lots 16 and 17 in Canary Addition) on Lake Redstone.  In looking at this request it was noted that splitting the lots would cause the 2 new lots to be non-conforming with the Sauk County Shoreline Protection Ordinance Chapter 8.  A motion was made by Fish to deny the request, second by Roloff.  Motion approved.   It was then discussed to have Roloff draft a letter stating that this split will create 2 non-conforming lots and should not be done.  Roloff will forward the letter to chair Vaillancourt for posting to the property owner. 
9. Lodging house within the Shoreland Residential and Rural Estate Residential land areas.  The resolution that was approved in our last meeting was presented to the Town Board, which approved an additional resolution asking the Sauk County Board of Adjustment and Sauk County to deny any special exception permits for lodging houses in the Shoreland Residential and Rural Estate Residential areas.  Vaillancourt then delivered both resolutions to Sauk County Planning and Zoning.   Vaillancourt was told that the resolutions would be presented to the county Board of Adjustment whenever there is a special exception request for a lodging house affecting lake property in La Valle. 
10. CSM checklist requiring setback lines to be added to CSMs.  Fish reviewed the Subdivision Ordinance and determined that the requirement to show setback lines on CSMs was not in the Ordinance, therefore an amendment to the ordinance is required if setback lines are to be added to checklist.  Fish went over a few of the regulations on setback lines and side yards.  It was then mentioned that this can be a very complicated and different for many different circumstances and it would require the Land Surveyor to make interpretations of the County Zoning and Shoreline Protection Ordinance.  So instead of adding the requirement to show setback lines to the checklist and making it part of our Ordinance it was decided to have Fish draft a statement that can be adopted into the Ordinance and added to CSMs that references the requirements to comply with setback requirements in the Sauk County ordinances. A draft of an amendment will be brought back to the Plan Commission for the next meeting.
11. Town Comprehensive Plan for the Highway 33/58 and Highway 58 corridors north of the village.  For discussion Roloff provide aerial photos with an overlay future land uses in the Comprehensive Plan.  After  review and discussions it was the consensus that the future Light Commercial uses extending 900 feet east and west of the Highway 58 should be revised to follow existing lot lines. The future Commercial land use along the Highway 33/58 corridor from the village limits to Douglas Road was also reviewed.  After review and discussions it was the consensus that the future Commercial uses should be reduced especially for property on Douglas Road and to the west of the open areas along Highway 33/58 (west of wooded hillside). Recommended changes will require public hearings to amend the Comprehensive Plan. Roloff to redo the map based on this so it can be reviewed in the next meeting.  The commercial corridor along Highway 33 east of the village will be review at next Plan Commission meeting.  
12. Review of Sauk County Planning and Zoning letter for Backeberg property.  It was discussed that this issue will be resolved by June 1st.

14. Motion to adjourn made by Fish, second by Roloff.  Motion approved.
