Plan Commission Meeting Minutes
LaValle Town Board

1. Meeting called to Order by Bev Vaillancourt at 6:00 PM.
2. Roll call: 	Present – Bev Vaillancourt, Darrick Geitz, Jack Roloff, Dick Fish and Tom McManamy.
Absent - None

3. Motion to adopt agenda with the change of moving Brian Simmert from Sauk County Planning and Zoning from item 6 to after item 11, made by Roloff, second by Fish, motion carried.
4. Motion made to approve the minutes from the last meeting made by Roloff.  Second by McManamy.  Motion approved.
5. Public Comment: None
6. Certified Survey Map of Leigh and Joan MaGinniss property combining lots 9 and 10 from the Martin Addition to Lake Redstone into one lot.  It was brought up that if this is done these lots cannot be split apart again based on current regulations.  Blakeslee says the owners were informed of this.  Fish made a motion to approve based the owner being informed that the parcel cannot be split again in the future.  Second by Roloff.  Motion approved.
7. Certified Survey Map of Thomas and Barbara Wahl property combining Lots 1, 2 and 3 Canary Addition to Lake Redstone into one lot.  Fish made a motion to approve.  Second by McManamy.  Motion approved.
8. Certified Survey Map of David Knuti property combining Lots 63 and 64 Original Addition to Lake Redstone into one lot.  These lots once combined will not be able to split apart again also based on current regulations.  Fish made a motion to approve based on the owner being informed that the parcel cannot be split again in the future.  Second by Geitz.  Motion approved.
9. Update on BOA Special Exception Permit for Ken and Susi Kidd property.  The Kidd’s have changed what they are doing and now the plan to construct stairway and walkway on 20% slope within the setbacks which should not require the grading as expected.  Bev made a motion to take it directly to the Town Board.
10. BOA Special Exception Permit for Marilynn Sutter, parcel #024-2134-0000.  There was no action taken on this subject, just informational to the Committee.  Special Exception Permit was approved by the county based on no banging of the rock prior to 8:00 am and after 5:00 pm and no blasting of the rock. 
11. Brian Simmert was introduced and participated in discussions of the commercial corridor as shown in the Town’s comprehensive plan.  It was discussed that the flood area should be removed from the plan, but it was also discussed that the state is working on a new flood zone map at this time so limits of the flood plain may change.  Brian informed us that we should probably wait until the state is complete with their new flood plain study prior to us revising the Land Use Plan.  It was also discussed about removing the commercial corridor from the Town’s comprehensive plan map and only have on there what is actually commercial at this time.  This would not disallow anyone from creating new commercial property, but it would require open meetings to discuss the rezoning.  Brain was going to get us a new map printed and send it to us for more discussion during our next meeting.
12. Next meeting tentatively scheduled for November 4th at 6:00 pm if it is required.  We also scheduled a meeting for December 9th to have Brian Simmert come back for more discussion of the comprehensive plan and the commercial corridor.
