Plan Commission Meeting Minutes

1. Meeting called to Order by Bev Vaillancourt at 6:05 PM.
2. Roll call: 	Present – Bev Vaillancourt, Jack Roloff, Dick Fish and Tom McManamy.
Absent - Darrick Geitz
Guest – Steve Sorenson, Asst. Zoning Administrator, Sauk County Planning & Zoning Department

3. Motion to adopt agenda made by McManamy, second by Roloff, motion carried.

4. Motion to approve the minutes of the July 28, 2010 meeting made by Fish. Second by McManamy. Motion carried.

5. Public Comment: Steve Sorenson briefed the Plan Commission on status and options for extension to affidavit for two dwelling on one parcel, the Karen Geitz property.  A condition of the permit to construct a new structure on the property was that the existing dwelling be removed within one year, which is November 1, 2010.  Sorenson also commented that he will also be following up regarding cleanup of miscellaneous debris on the property.  Any extension of time to remove structure will require commitment to specific schedules to remove the old dwelling and cleanup of the debris.   

6. Special Exception Permit for T&T Earthworks for operation of contractor’s storage yard and private landfill on the Jaech property:  Steve Sorenson indicated that T&T will not pursue the special exception permit and will be discontinuing their sand mining operations at the site.  Last winter Sorenson observed brush, stumps, etc being disposed of at the mining site, which was not permitted.  In addition he observed a septic waste pumping company spreading septic waste on frozen ground on the property which resulted in fines being levied. The owner was not aware of either of those activities. There are two other contractors who may be interested in continuing the mining operation. After discussion it was the consensus that T&T will be required to complete the restoration of the westerly slope of the area where mining has been completed.  Restoration to be done in accordance with the restoration plan filed when the mining permit was issued and includes regarding (and filling) the slope and reseeding.  If other companies are interested in continuing the mining operations they will be required to apply for the required permits and the Town of La Valle will review those applications when they are submitted.

7. Special Exception Permit for Ken & Susie Kidd Filling, Grading on slopes greater than 20% and Retaining Walls; Dave Hyzer Builder.  Steve Sorenson provided a brief summary of the plans for constructing a new home and a walkway to Lake Redstone on 33 of the Bluebird Addition to Lake Redstone.  Minor excavation & grading within the >20% slope is planned for the new home.  The construction of walkway to the lake along the approximate route shown of the site plan will use open grid mats in which crushed stone will be placed. Some low retaining walls, constructed of natural stone, will be constructed along the sides of the walkway to level out the cross section across the walkway.  The route will be adjusted to minimize tree removal.  Motion to approve by Fish with a condition that, when available, details of the walkway design be provided to the Plan Commission for informational purposes.  Motion seconded by Roloff.  Approved by voice vote.

8. Motion to Adjourn made by Fish. Second by McManamy. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:15 PM.
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
